4. Duties and Responsibility: Education and research in Digital Transformation in
Tourism
(1) Class duties:
Undergraduate specialized education(College of Transdisciplinary Sciences for Innovation):
"Advanced Digital Transformation of Tourism Industry", " VR and XR for
Tourism","Seminar of Digital Transformation and Project Based Learning in
Tourism", etc.
Other courses as required by College of Transdisciplinary Sciences for Innovation.
Notes: You may be required to provide teaching and supervision of research in
graduate courses.
Some of the above subjects may need to be taught in English.
(2) Non-class duties:
Student guidance, students’ recruitment, admissions, job guidance, social contribution, etc.

(1) The applicant must have a doctoral degree (including those who are expected to have a
doctoral degree by the time of employment) or have educational and research capabilities
equivalent to a doctoral degree.

(2) Submit peer-reviewed papers including research background deemed equivalent) or non-
peer reviewed papers (including bulletins, etc.) from the list of research background.

(3) Any nationality is acceptable, but the applicant should be able to give classes and provide
student guidance in Japanese (it is desirable that the applicant can give classes and provide
student guidance in English as well).

(4) The applicant must be able to live in Kanazawa or the surrounding area after being appointed.

6. Application deadline: Must arrive no later than Tuesday, January 31, 2023.
7. Scheduled date of hire: As soon as possible on or after April 1, 2023.

(6) Past research and educational activities and their status (1,500 characters in Japanese on a
sheet of A4 paper)
(7) Reprints of major papers: Peer-reviewed papers (including research work deemed
equivalent) or non-peer reviewed papers (including bulletins, etc.), up to five. (One copy for
each paper. Each paper should be printed on A4 paper.)
(8) The names and contact information of two referees (On a sheet of A4 paper).
